Pages have 80 characters
of contact info. 

THE TAAFI ART BOOK RATES  

Early Bird Deadline for TAAFI Art Book is March 1, 2016 and closes at midnight. All artwork must
be submitted online by that deadline to be eligible for the Early Bird Price.

300 dpi .JPG format

All TAAFI Art Book files must be formatted properly or we cannot guarantee that your artwork
will get into the book (horizontal landscape orientation, 300 dpi full-colour CMYK, .JPG format).
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TAAFI ART BOOK FAQ

Q: Are all applicants accepted into the TAAFI Art Book?
A: Applicants will be accepted at TAAFI’s discretion based on appropriate content and thematic
fit in the realm of “animation arts.”  

Q: When do I find out if I have been accepted?
 

A: Early bird applicants will be contacted regarding their acceptance into the TAAFI Art Book by
March 3, 2016. Regular applicants will be contacted by March 23, 2016.  

 

Q: What do you mean by “animation arts?”

 

A: We consider “animation arts” to include anything ranging from Cartoons, VFX, Video Games,
Comics, Toys, Caricature, Illustration, Painting, Apps, Interactive Design, Graphic Design, Voice
Acting, Filmmaking, Broadcasting, Distribution, Animation Educators, to Film Festivals.

Everyone who submits art to the Art Book will receive a copy, and visitors will also be able to
buy the limited edition books at the festival. We’ll also be giving away copies to every major
studio, as well as emailing a FREE .PDF copy to EVERYONE on our TAAFI mailing list. What
better way to get noticed by recruiters whether you are a student, illustrator or industry vet?!

Q: Can I purchase a TAAFI Art Book at the festival?
A: Possibly, but the only way to guarantee you’ll get one is to submit artwork into it. Limited
editions will be for sale at the festival for $20.

A: For one, a lot of the TAAFI 2016 speakers: animator Eric Goldberg, Hanna-Barbera artists
Willie Ito, Jerry Eisenberg, Tony Benedict, FX artist Michel Gagne, as well as leading designers and
illustrators from the Canadian Animation landscape.
